Atomic Bomb Handler, Dies

Vice Adm. Frederick L. Ashworth,
a Navy weapons specialist who was
the crewman in control of the atomic
bomb dropped on Nagasaki, Japan,
in World War II’s climactic strike,
died Saturday at a hospital in Scotts-
dale, Ariz. He was 93 and lived in
Santa Fe, N.M.

The cause was complications of an
aortic aneurysm, his son Frederick
Jr. said.

On the morning of Aug. 9, 1945,
three days after the Enola Gay

bomb from the
laboratory to Japan.

dropped an atomic bomb on Hiroshi-
ma, the B-29 Superfortress named
the Bockscar dropped a second bomb
on Nagasaki, killing and wounding
tens of thousands and leaving much
of the city in ruin. Within days of
those atomic strikes, Japan surren-
dered, ending World War II.

Frederick Lincoln Ashworth, a na-
tive of Beverly, Mass., and a 1933
graduate of the Naval Academy, was
assigned to the wartime Manhattan
Project, which built the atomic
bombs under extraordinary secrecy
in the New Mexico desert.

Holding the rank of commander,
he worked with William S. Parsons, a
senior Navy officer, and Norman F.
Ramsey, a scientist from Columbia
University, in developing the detona-
tion components of the bombs, and
he trained at a remote base in Utah
with the crews who would be drop-

ping them.

In late 1944, Gen. Leslie R. Groves,
the commander of the Manhattan
Project, sent Commander Ashworth
to the Pacific to prepare for the ad-
vent of the atomic age. Commander
Ashworth recommended Tinian, in
the Mariana Islands chain, as the
base from which the atomic missions
would be launched. Later he was op-
erations officer for the final testing
and assembly of the bomb compo-
nents on Tinian.

When the Bockscar — borrowed
from its regular pilot, Capt. Fred
Bock, but flown on the Nagasaki mis-
sion by Maj. Charles W. Sweeney —
took off for Japan, Commander Ash-
worth was aboard as the crew’s chief
technical expert on the bomb. A few
minutes into the flight, he replaced
the plutonium bomb’s green testing
plugs with red firing plugs, complet-
ing its arming.

“My station was in the navigator’s
compartment, and I had a hole about
eight inches in diameter to look out,”
he told Time magazine on the 60th
anniversary of the atomic strikes. “I
was the weaponeer — basically, I
was in charge of the bomb. We flew
to the rendezvous point, where we’d
meet two other airplanes, one with
instruments to measure the blast
and another holding observers. The
observer plane didn’t show up. We
circled, and after about 35 minutes I
said to Sweeney, ‘Damn it, proceed to
the first target.’

“Kokura was the target, but the
bombardier couldn’t locate it be-
cause the area was clouded. So the
navigator took us to Nagasaki. We
had gotten a report that the area was
clear, but we noticed undercast
clouds. By this time, we’d used al-
most an hour’s gas at the rendezvous
point, and the engineer was really
sweating it. It was going to be nip and
tuck. I went up to Sweeney and said,
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Frederick L. Ashworth in 1963.

‘We’re going to be able to make one
run on this target — if we’re lucky.’ I
told him to be prepared to use radar.
This was in contradiction with orders
we’d received that prohibited us
from bombing without a visual tar-
get sight.”

“We were making our approach on
radar and getting ready to drop
when Beahan cries out, ‘I’ve got the
target,”” he recalled, referring to
Kermit Beahan, the bombardier. “As
we’d gotten over Nagasaki, Beahan
had looked into the undercast and
saw that it had holes in it. He synched
the cross hairs of his bomb-sight tele-
scope and released the bomb.”

Admiral Ashworth was awarded
the Legion of Merit in 1946 for his
work on the atomic bomb project. He
commanded the aircraft carrier
Franklin D. Roosevelt in the 1950’s
and served as commander of the
Sixth Fleet in the Mediterranean in
the 1960’s. He retired from military
service in 1968.

He is survived by his second wife,
Ercie Bell Ashworth; his sons, Fred-
erick Jr.,, David and Stephen, from
his marriage to his first wife, Nan,
who died in 1997; four grandchil-
dren; and one great-grandchild.

Edward L. Masry, 73, Pugnacious Lawyer

Edward L. Masry, a flamboyantly
pugnacious lawyer who won millions
from a utility in a toxic pollution suit
and was portrayed by the actor Al-
bert Finney in the 2000 movie “Erin
Brockovich,” died on Monday at a
hospital in Thousand Oaks, Calif. He
was 73.

The cause was complications of di-
abetes, his son Louis told The Associ-
ated Press.

Mr. Masry, a crotchety criminal
and tort lawyer, and Erin Brocko-
vich, a self-trained legal assistant,
filed a class-action suit in 1993
against the Pacific Gas and Electric
Company. In 1997, they, joined by two
large law firms, won a $333 million
settlement on behalf of 648 residents
of the town of Hinkley, Calif.

The utility agreed to the settle-
ment in a private arbitration and
never admitted to causing cancer
and other health problems through
emissions of chromium into Hin-
kley’s water supply. It did take pub-
lic responsibility for the pollution.

The film was nominated for five
Academy Awards, with Julia Rob-
erts winning best actress for her por-
trayal of Ms. Brockovich, who at-
tended the ceremony with Mr. Mas-
ry.
It was not his first brush with
fame. Over his 44-year career, Mr.
Masry represented  politicians,
judges, prostitutes, pimps, the ac-
tress Pamela Anderson, a television
evangelist and a stripper named
Lucky Wynn. About the time he was
taking up his crusade with Ms.
Brockovich, he defended a marina
owner accused of dumping toxic bat-
teries into a lake.

In one tangled case in the late
1970’s involving a church, he kid-
napped (his word) two children in
Hong Kong and took them to Austral-
ia, which an American judge ruled
was not a crime. In that case, he was
charged with stealing money from
the church to bribe California’s at-
torney general. Mr. Masry defended
the church of the evangelist Gene

Scott when the state demanded its fi-
nancial records. He and Mr. Scott
burned the order on television.

By his own count, Mr. Masry was
jailed five times.

“I've represented such a diverse
cast of characters, from the very
good to the very bad — or make that
allegedly very bad,” Mr. Masry said
in an interview with The Ventura
County Star in 2001. “I’'m probably
the most jailed attorney in California
who’s never been convicted of a felo-
ny or ever been brought before the
state bar for a hearing on miscon-
duct.”

Edward L. Masry was born in Pat-
erson, N.J., on July 29, 1932. His par-
ents started a silk apparel business,
but when silk import tariffs were lift-
ed, the business faltered. The family
then headed for California.

They bought a tiny bungalow, and
for three years Edward had to sleep
in an adjacent tent. He later said this
experience inspired him to help un-
derdogs. Another part of his attrac-
tion to the law, he said in an in-
terview with The Los Angeles Times

in 1998, was to make large sums of
money like lawyers in the movies.

Mr. Masry joined the Army and
was stationed in France for two
years. He then took courses at three
California universities, but did not
graduate. He was accepted by the
Loyola Law School after doing well
on the placement test.

He took just about any kind of
case, from criminal law to First
Amendment cases. He became
aware of Hinkley when a resident
called him questioning why Pacific
Gas and Electric seemed so eager to
pay so much for her house, which
turned out to be near where the chro-
mium pollution occurred.

Soon, Mr. Masry and Ms. Brocko-
vich were signing up plaintiffs in
Hinkley. They filed suit when they
had 47.

Mr. Masry mortgaged his house as
expenses soared. He soon brought in
two of California’s most experienced
trial lawyers to guide the case,
Thomas Girardi and Walter Lack.
The number of plaintiffs grew to 648.

In September 1994, the parties
agreed to arbitration, with a $400
million cap on any awards. PG&E
agreed to settle after the arbitrators
awarded the first 39 cases $133 mil-
lion. Mr. Masry’s firm got $40 mil-
lion.

He is survived by his second wife,
the former Joette Levinson; his five
children, Louis Masry of Moorpark,
Calif.,, and Louanne Masry-Weeks,
Nicole Masry-McAdam, Christopher
Levinson and Timothy Engelhart, all
of Agoura Hills, Calif.; and 10 grand-
children.

Beginning in 2000, Mr. Masry
served as a city councilman — and,
for one year, mayor — of Thousand
Oaks.

He trod the council chamber as if it
were a courtroom, treating his col-
leagues like “bumbling fools,” ac-
cording to The New York Times in
2002. Chuck Cohen, the town’s land-
use lawyer, once responded:

“Mr. Masry ... you’re no Albert
Finney.”

Charly Gaul, 72, Star Climber
In Cycling During the 1950’s

Charly Gaul, one of the great
climbers in bicycle racing history
and the winner of the Tour de France
and the Giro d’Italia nearly half a
century ago, died in his native Lux-
embourg on Tuesday. He was 72.

Announcing the news in Paris,
Tour de France organizers said he
died in a hospital after a fall at his
home. Gaul had suffered from Alz-
heimer’s disease for several years.

His nickname was the Angel of the
Mountains and photographs of Gaul
riding along the peaks of France and
Italy showed how he earned it: On
the barren slopes of Mont Ventoux, in
the moonscape of the Alps or the
snows of Monte Bodone in the Dolo-
mites, he was invariably pictured
alone, far ahead of the pack as he
churned uphill.

Gaul was king of the mountains
twice in the Giro, in 1956 and 1959,
winning that race in both those
years. In the Tour, he was the top
climber in 1955 and 1956 and won the
race in 1958.

What strengthened his reputation
as a climber was that in the
mid-1950’s he rode against the Span-
iard Federico Bahamontes, who was
called the Eagle of Toledo and was
probably the greatest climber ever.
A six-time king of the mountains in
the Tour, Bahamontes was celebrat-
ed for finishing so far ahead up a
mountain in his first Tour in 1954
that he stopped at the top and ate ice
cream while waiting for the pack to
catch him. In truth, he said, the back
wheel on his bicycle had broken and
he was waiting for his team car to re-
place it.

Gaul could show the same pa-
nache. In the 1958 Tour, before a
stage in the Chartreuse Massif, he
told Louison Bobet, a Frenchman
who won the Tour in 1953, 1954 and
1955, that he would attack on the Col
du Luitel and he named the bend in
the road where he would speed off.
Gaul kept his word.

His career, which began in 1953,
ended in 1965 in serious decline after
a third place in the 1961 Tour and vic-

tories in the Luxembourg national
championships from 1959 through
1962.

Gaul then returned home and
moved into a cabin in the hills of Lux-
embourg, becoming a recluse. He
never explained why he chose to live
alone for more than three decades in
a dwelling heavily decorated with
Christian symbols.

When Luxembourg was the start
city for the Tour in 1989, Gaul was
rarely at any of the opening ceremo-
nies. In 2001, however, when the
country was successfully seeking to
be the host the next year, Gaul joined
the official entourage.

He hardly looked like the lean rac-
er of his glory days.

The years had thickened him and
his gaze was sometimes uncompre-
hending. But he shook every hand of-
fered to him and admitted with a
smile that he was indeed the Angel of
the Mountains, or at least once, so
many years ago, had been.

Harold D. Shapiro, 78, Law Firm Chairman

Harold D. Shapiro, a partner in the
law firm of Sonnenschein Nath & Ro-
senthal and its first chairman, died
last Thursday in Evanston, Ill. He
was 78 and lived in Wilmette, Ill.

His death was announced on the
Web site of the firm. The cause was a
ruptured aneurysm.

Mr. Shapiro oversaw the coast-to-
coast expansion of the law firm,
where he practiced for more than 53
years, and was its chairman from
1985 to 1990. For most of his tenure at
Sonnenschein, his main client was
the Allstate Insurance Company,
once part of Sears, Roebuck. He also
handled an intricate financial ar-
rangement in the early 1990’s on the
Sears Tower in Chicago, which pro-
vided Sears with an increase in li-
quidity of about $850 million, roughly
the value of the building.

Harold David Shapiro was born on

the West Side of Chicago on April 15,
1927. He served with the Seabees in
the Philippines in World War II be-
fore graduating in 1949 from North-
western University, where he re-
ceived his law degree in 1952. He lec-
tured at Northwestern’s law school
for many years and was named sen-
ior Harriman adjunct professor in
1971.

He worked briefly for Gov. Adlai
E. Stevenson of Illinois before joining
Sonnenschein in 1952 and remained
active in Democratic politics as well
as in Chicago civic groups and char-
ities.

Mr. Shapiro is survived by his wife
of 55 years, Beatrice Cahn Shapiro;
two sons, Matthew D., of Wilmette,
and Nicholas J., of Columbia, Mo.; a
daughter, Michal Ann Shapiro; a sis-
ter, Barbara F. Schmetterer, of
La Porte, Ind.; and three grandchil-
dren.
